Abstract

Introduction: This study investigates the extent to which primary education teachers
in Crete perceive themselves as occupying a “disadvantaged position” in today’s school
environment, and examines how this experience relates to pedagogical/social prestige,
relationships with parents and students, institutional support/protection, and the public
image of the teaching profession. In addition, the study aims to provide psychometric
evidence for the questionnaire and to test differences across demographic and

professional characteristics.

Method: A quantitative, cross-sectional design was employed using an online
questionnaire (Google Forms). The sample consisted of 98 primary education teachers.
Descriptive statistics, non-parametric group comparisons (Mann—Whitney U, Kruskal—
Wallis), and Spearman correlations were conducted. The instrument’s structure was
examined through Principal Component analysis (PCA), and internal consistency was

assessed with Cronbach’s alpha.

Results: Overall perceived devaluation/disadvantaged position was moderate to low
(M = 2.72), whereas high mean scores were observed for reduced prestige/recognition
(M = 3.96), perceived challenge to authority by parents/students (M = 4.07), perceived
lack of institutional support/protection (M = 4.04), and negative public image (M =
3.89). The disadvantaged position correlated positively with perceived challenge to
authority (p = .380) and reduced prestige (p = .250), while perceived parental trust
correlated negatively with the disadvantaged position (p = —.333). The PCA yielded
five subscales with high reliability (a = .805—.899). Group differences were mainly
found in parental trust and indicators of institutional support, varying by years of

service, employment status, and role within the school.

Conclusions: A “disadvantaged position” is not a dominant self-description; however,
it coexists with strong perceptions of being challenged, reduced prestige, and
insufficient institutional safeguarding. A key parameter appears to be the everyday

legitimation of pedagogical authority in interactions with parents and students.
